The
day before the parade, several from
the troop had enlisted in Hampton
Battery B, which was commanded by
Capt.Alfred E. Hunt. Hunt was a
scientist and industrialist best
known for inventing the process of
refining bauxite into aluminum and
founding theAluminum Company of
America (ALCOA). Capt. Hunt con-
tracted malaria when the Battery was
deployed to Puerto Rico and later
died from complications at age 44.
Marlatt’s Livery Sable, which stood
at Broad and Centennial, was used
as an armory
